Local Wellness Policy Responsibility Document

According to 7 CFR 210, each local education agency (LEA) participating in the School Nutrition Program(s) must:

· Develop a Local Wellness Policy (LWP) which includes, at a minimum, goals for nutrition

education, nutrition promotion, physical activity and other school-based activities to promote student wellness, nutrition guidelines for all foods available on campus during the school day consistent with Federal regulations for school meal nutrition standards and the Smart Snacks in School nutrition standards designed to promote student health and reduce childhood obesity, and  policies for food and beverage marketing that restrict marketing and advertising to only those foods and beverages that meet Federal regulations for school meals nutrition standards and Smart Snacks in Schools nutrition standards;

· Involve stakeholders - parents, students, school food authority representatives, physical education teachers, school health professionals, the school board, school administrators, and the public - in the development, implementation, periodic review and assessment (includes the extent to which schools are in compliance with the LWP, the extent to which the LWP compares to model wellness policy, and describes progress made in attaining goals of the LWP) of the Local Wellness Policy; 

· Inform and update stakeholders and the public (including parents, students, school administrators and staff, and the community) about the content and implementation of the Local Wellness Policy;

· Develop a plan for measuring implementation of the Local Wellness Policy, including designation of an LEA official to maintain responsibility for Local Wellness Policy implementation, compliance and reporting to the public;

· Designate one or more local education agency official(s) who has oversight of the ten components of Coordinated School Health with operational responsibility for ensuring that each school within the LEA complies with the Local Wellness Policy.

In North Carolina, LEAs are required to submit a copy of the current Local Wellness Policy to the NCDPI and submit any modifications to the policy to NCDPI once adopted by the local board of education.  LEAs must submit an annual written report indicating the LEA’s progress towards achieving the goals as stated in the Healthy Active Children Policy and the Local Wellness Policy and conduct a triennial assessment to evaluate the extent to which schools are in compliance with the Local Wellness Policy, how the Local Wellness Policy compares to statutory requirements and the LEA’s progress made in attaining the goals of the Local Wellness Policy and make the evaluation results available to the public.
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Please provide the name of the LEA official who has oversight of the ten (10) components of Coordinated School Health who will be responsible for overseeing the State Board of Education Healthy Active Children Policy and the LEA’s Local Wellness Policy (not necessarily the School Nutrition Administrator unless he/she has authority over all areas of Coordinated School Health); this individual will be responsible for ensuring implementation of the policies in all sites within the LEA and the submission of an annual written report to the NCDPI indicating the school’s compliance with and progress towards achieving the goals as stated in the LEAs Local Wellness Policy.
